Withdrawal lists
The withdrawal lists must be submitted to the Resolution
Desk at least 30 minutes before the start of the competition 

If you arrive later at the competition please ensure that
the delegate notifies the Resolution Desk of his/her
attendance at least 30 minutes before the start of the first
swimmer.

Withdrawals for the finals should be reported to the
Resolution Desk by filling out a withdrawal form, within 30
minutes after the official announcements.

Even if a swimmer is listed as a reserve, a withdrawal must
be submitted if the swimmer will not participate in the
final.



Finals
Swimmers can only qualify for the finals if they
have achieved the qualifying time in the heats.
In each A-final of an individual event (except for
the 800m/1500m freestyle), a maximum of 2 athletes
with a foreign nationality may participate.
The B-final is reserved for swimmers with the
belgian nationality.
Direct finals for the 800m and 1500m events and for
all relay events. 

Their wilL only be an A final for the event 7. 200m
butterfly Women due to the amount of inscriptions
(less then 24).



Finals
For each event we start with the A final followed

by the B final.

Swimmers will be presented to the spectators   

BEHIND THE startingblocks (1 to 8) 

We provide a basket for clothing at the

startingdeck.

Winners of the final will go to the hot seats

IMMIDIATELY  after the race.



Podium Ceremony
After every Event (A and B final) there is a podium ceremony.
(except for the 50m races). You will find the schedulE on the
livetiming. 
Winners of the A final stay at the hots seats after the race:

First 3 Belgian Swimmers
If International competitors end in the top 3

the podium is located on the starting block side next to the
speaker.

Selection for Singapore
2025
When Belgian Swimmers realized a (PM) Selection
Time for the World Championships in Singapore, we
ask them to push the Red Button after the race. By
pushing this button, they will receive their symbolic
ticket to Singapore. 

The Red Button is located next to the Hot Seats. 



key points from the jury
Wearables

According to the swimming regulations, it
is allowed to use World Aquatics approved
wearables at official competitions.

If your athlete wants to wear an approved
wearable during the race, the Head of
Delegation or the club delegate shall report
this to the Pool Deck Referee in order to
show the wearable and have it checked.

The Pool Deck Referee might ask to give
evidence that the presented wearable is
World Aquatics approved (by showing
technical specs, invoice...).

Backstroke start procedure

Officials will place the ledge at water level (position 0).

Swimmers are responsible for making adjustments to
the ledge. 

At the second long whistle the officials move forward
to check the position of the toes. When at least one toe
of each foot is in contact with the touch pad, the official
will step back from the pool edge.

When the position of the toes is not correct, the official
will instruct the swimmer directly to correct the toe
position.

In case a swimmer does not want to use the backstroke
ledge, the official should be informed in order to
remove it before the start.
